From 

Neurons to Neighborhoods 

Wetumpka Preschool is excited to 

be able to offer a questionnaire  

that will help determine if a child’s 

development is on schedule.  Ms. 

Debbie and Ms. Terry trained on 

the ASQ-3 this spring. 

The questionnaire relies on par-

ents to complete simple, easy-to-

read questionnaires on their child 

at designated age intervals from 

one month to 5 1/2 years.  This 

approach automatically ensures 

meaningful participation by par-

ents.  Parent report that the ques-

tionnaires take little time to com-

plete (i.e., 10-15 minutes).  Scoring 

is simple and interpreting the re-

sults is straightforward as chil-

dren’s scores can be compared 

with empirically derived cutoff’s 

that indicate if a child should re-

ceive further evaluation.  Rigorous 

research with more than 12, 000 

children shows that ASQ-3 is 

reliable and valid with high levels 

of sensitivity and specificity, the 

two most important indicators of 

accuracy for a screener.
